Participation of BalticGrid-1l project members
in EGEE and OGF events

BalticGrid-II project was present at EGEE 4™ User Forum and OGF 25 in Catania, Sicily on
2-6 March 2009.

Participants of the event and visitors of the exhibition area had an opportunity to find more
information on the Project and talk to BG-Il representatives by visiting three BG-II stands.

The demo stand “The Synthetic spectra modeling under GRIDCOM interface” was
maintained by Grazina Tautvaisiene and Sarunas Mikolaitis (ITPA VU), who explained
visitors the importance of the SYNSTPEC application - gridified and integrated with
GRIDCOM interface as well as the application results.



The demo stand “CoPS - The Complex Comparison of Protein Structures supported by grid”
was managed by Bartek Palak (PSNC) and Edgars Znots (IMCS UL), who demonstrated the
CoPS application - gridified and integrated with Migrating Desktop graphical portal.

The general Project stand at the
conference exhibition was managed by
Zofia Mosurska and Robert Pajak
(IFJPAN); the following materials were
presented at the stand: a general poster,
the set of technical brochures, pens, small
calendars as well as the BG-lIl movie -
introducing the Project objectives, partners
and several applications being gridified in
the framework of the Project.

Many persons visited the BG-II stands asking about the Project in general as well as looking
for answers to some more technical questions.

Two interviews at demo stands were made during the event:

- “See inside the stars” — during which Sarunas Mikolaitis (ITPA VU) presented
SYNTSPEC - the new software elaborated by ITPA VU in the framework of
BalticGrid-1l. This software helps scientists to analyze the chemical composition of
stars by allowing them to investigate and model synthetic "spectra”. The application
uses grid computing to power its massive computing needs.

“Comparing protein structure using a computer grid” — during which Edgars Znots
(IMCS UL) explained "CoPS" - the Complex Comparison of Protein Structures - a



technology that uses the grid power of BalticGrid-Il to map relationships between
proteins.

In addition, Ake Edlund (KTH), the BG-Il Project Director, was interviewed by the iISGTW
representative. The conversation concerned the fact that during the EGEE UF (on 4th March
2009) Bob Jones and Ake Edlund signed a Memorandum of Understanding, detailing how
BalticGrid-1l will interact with EGEE on an infrastructure and application level, as the
European grid community moves towards the European Grid Initiative.

The BalticGrid-Il representatives contributed to the event in Catania giving oral and poster
presentations. Bartek Palak (PSNC) gave a talk titled “The Migrating Desktop - Framework
for Grid Applications”.

Two BG-Il posters were presented by lhar Miklashevich and Yana Douhaya (BNTU):
“NWChem package as promising grid application for nanodesign” and “The step-by step
computation of the energy flow and geo-massif fracture”.

The presence of the BalticGrid-ll project at such a big and important event increased well its
visibility among other Grid projects and national initiatives.
